Copper down spouts are being stolen from Latches Lane homes. A thief was caught. Vehicle thefts have diminished. The address numbers on many homes are not very visible and can delay the arrival of police when called and it is a concern especially for medical emergencies.
COMMISSIONER'S REPORT
Daniel Bernheim joined the Lower Merion Board two months ago. He is impressed by the number of neighbors who volunteer and care about LM Township and said the civic associations' views carry a lot of weight. The LM libraries are a big issue now with over $9 million targeted for Ludington  Library. The Bala Library needs some systems updated like the sprinkler system and the elevator. Cost to expand the footprint could be $4 to $6 million. The adjoining French School will share in updating the systems. The other 4 libraries also need updating. The City Avenue proposals continue to be discussed with density, height and traffic issues a concern to many residents. Ardmore Transit project needs good plans before funding can be provided.
