Aqua doing some work immediately outside our area.

City Ave. district – Existing office buildings not modern enough for current business needs.  Public meeting held in May and June and additional meetings will be scheduled on proposed zoning changes.

Capital Improvement budget hearing on June 30th.

Ardmore Project – Was delayed because of Amtrak, but now Amtrak seems on board.  Dranoff the developer is moving forward.  First stage of projectis new train station with structured parking, residential and retail.  $6 million allocated for the new station.

Questions about what to do if a property is dilapidated.  Township cannot take action unless house is in extremely dangerous condition.

602 Shiller situation – Doctor has moved her medical practice into an office separate from her house and there have been no new complaints.  Mark will check the house to see if she should be cited for illegal construction.

Slight uptick in Transfer Tax revenue.

Library reconstruction – Ludington Library under construction and Bala Cynwyd in planning stage.  Ralph Grasso raised the issue of whether the plans for the new Bala Cynwyd library would incorporate new environmental standards and qualify it for LEEDs certification.  Mark said that issue is up for discussion and that the new library would include environment features but there is a question of whether it would meet exact LEEDs standards given the significant additional costs involved.
Muffy Byrne, Merion Mercy Academy (MMA) 

MMA planning a renovation to an existing structure.  Fred Fromhold is their attorney.  The construction will result in no additional students and no loss of parking.  Majority of construction to occur during summer of 2011 and no construction equipment will be on Meeting House Rd.  Muffy will return in the fall with elevations showing before and after.
