The meeting was called to order by President Lou Kozloff at 7:25PM. The minutes of the October meeting were approved.

General Wayne Park and other Township parks have needed many updates. The wall at the tennis court is almost complete at a cost of $98,000. The bathroom will be wheelchair accessible. 30 trees will be planted. A walking path along Maplewood Avenue will be finished. Representative Mike Gerber provided state funds. Parking spaces along Maplewood will be made angled parking to prevent double parking along Maplewood Avenue and the spaces will be configured in the spring. Permits for the park are closed for the year. The comfort stations and water fountains are turned off and will be turned on in April. Trash collection takes place once a week now due to a manpower shortage. Leaf collection is a big job and is an ongoing process until January.  Other projects include
a Sensory Garden in Wynnewood Valley Park, which will be wheelchair accessible.

Ashbridge Park will have new playground equipment costing $275,000 plus more money for safety equipment.

The Lower Merion Comprehensive Plan has inputs from the Parks and Recreation concerning a survey of residents to determine use of playing fields year round for baseball, soccer, etc. Not since 1996 has there been a survey. 20,000 residents in Lower Merion take part in some sports and there is a big demand for playing fields. Certain school fields may consider artificial turf. New playground equipment will be considered with the oldest playground equipment replaced first. 

Regarding trash collection, during the summer it is collected three times a week at some playgrounds. The Department will explore the suggestion of carry out parks where no trash cans exist and people take trash with them such as in other counties.

A Dog Park will be located near West Laurel Hill Cemetery behind the Cynwyd Heritage Trail. Permits will be required.

The wood chips and drainage problem at General Wayne Park will be looked into.

 

Police Report
 A jogger was attacked at 9:30P.M. on Merion road. Burglaries have lessened. People should still keep alarms on and keep jewelry in a safe place. The Avon Road burglar was caught. Cars should be locked with no valuables in them. Police can be notified when residents are away or on vacation for all information such as dog walker, alarm, lights in home, any visitors to water plants, etc.

 

President’s Report
Lou has copy of the 2011 proposed budget plan. It’s the largest tax increase since 2003. One zoning appeal came from 313 Hamilton Road. A business operating from the home of R. Karpeles received a citation regarding a parking issue and is appealing the zoning.
 

 

Treasurer’s Report
No current revenues. Ken was reimbursed for refreshments for the picnic. Diane paid for the renewal of the Merion Park Post Office box and will be reimbursed. 

 

General Wayne Park
 Helen Peachey was cited for her good work and leadership at the park. She will give a key to the new permanent bulletin board structure to Diane so information and news of Merion Park Civic Association can be posted along with the updates for the park. A survey of residents was suggested to see if they want to replace the merry go round at the park.
